3 HANDLING

3.1 Inserting & Replacing Batteries

The unit includes two batteries. Put the batteries in the remote control before use.
1. Slide the back cover from the remote control downward, exposing the battery compartment.

2. Insert the batteries, paying attention to match up the (+) and (-) ends of the batteries with the symbols inside
the battery compartment.

3. Slide the battery cover back into place.

REMOTE NOTES & TIPS

For optimum product performance:

« Do not mix old and new batteries, or batteries of different types.

+ Do not leave batteries in the remote control if you don't plan on
using the device for more than 2 months.

+ Do not dispose of batteries as unsorted municipal waste. Refer to
local laws for proper disposal requirements of batteries.

« Direct sunlight can interfere with the infrared signal receiver.

* There must be a clear line of sight between the remote and the
appliance.

+ If the signals from the remote control happen to control another
appliance, move the appliance to another location or contact
customer service.

The Active Clean Technology washes away dust, mold,
and grease that may cause odors when it adheres to
the heat exchanger by automatically freezing and then
rapidly thawing the frost. When this function is turned
on, the indoor unit display window shows "CL". After
20 to 45 minutes, the unit will turn off automatically
and cancel the Clean function.

Follow Me Function:

The Follow Me function enables the remote control
to measure the temperature at its current location
and send this signal to the unit at an interval of every
3 minutes. When using AUTO, COOL, or HEAT modes,
measuring ambient temperature from the remote
control (instead of from the indoor unit itself) will
enable the unit to optimize the temperature around
you and ensure maximum comfort.

Note: Press the Set button to select the Follow Me
function, then press the OK button to confirm.
Pressing the OK button for 3 seconds will start/stop
the memory feature of the Follow Me function.

. Ifthe memory feature is activated, "On" displays
for 3 seconds on the screen.

« Ifthe memory feature is stopped, "OFF" displays
for 3 seconds on the screen.

« While the memory feature is activated, pressing
the ON/OFF button, switching the mode, or power
failure will not cancel the Follow Me function.
